1. Refer the respective table of Unit Rates as per the module.
2. First refer the ‘Percentage of ECV’ mentioned in the table.

3. Calculate the transaction value as per the percentage applied on Estimated Contract

Value (ECV).

4. If the value so arrived is less than ‘Minimum transaction fee per bidder’, then

Minimum transaction fee as mentioned in the respective table would be applicable.

Refer the respective range of ECV for maximum cap fee applicability.

If the value so arrived is more than the Cap mentioned as per the range, the Cap

value mentioned in the table would be applicable.
7. If the value is between the minimum as well as maximum cap, then the value so

arrived would be considered as the ‘Tender Processing Fees'.
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Let say ECV of a tender is Rs. 10,00,00,000/-

As per table of e-tendering the percentage of ECV is 0.01%

The transaction value arrived is Rs. 10,000 (10,00,00,000*0.01%)
