WHEREAS, the Patalkot is located in Chhindwara district of Madhya Pradesh and the
proposed site is spread over 8367.49 hactre area of protected forest under the ownership of
Chhindwara Forest Circle (East and West Chhindwara Forest division), Madhya Pradesh Forest
department. , '

AND WHEREAS, the proposed site has unique terrain of 1700 fi. deep valley and
ecosystem of estimated age of 6 Million year and species of rare flora & fauna including rare
Bryophytes and Pteridophytes.
