Froper Signage :—Appropriate indentification of
specific facilitles witlun a building [or the handicapped
persons should be done with proper signages. Visually
Impaired persons make use of other senses such as hearing
axl touch to compensate for the lack of vision. Whereas
vizual signals banefit those with hearing disablities.

Signs should be designed and located so that they are
“legible using suitable letter size (not kiess than 20
nun high) For visually impaired persons information board
in braile should be installed on the wall at a suitable
height and it should be possible to approach them closely.
To ensure safe walking there should not be any. protruding
sign which creates obsturction in walking. Public Addiess
System may also be provided in busy public arcas.

The Symbols/informations should be in constrasting
colour and properly illuminated because people with
limited vision may be able to differentiate amongst primary
colours, International mark for wheel chair as shown
helow installed at the lift, toilet, staircase, parking weas
cte. that have been provided for the handicapped.
